 The church council has voted to start a campaign to collect items to support 

the Afghan refugees in Wisconsin. Here is the list of items needed: 

• Socks and underwear for men, women, and children in all sizes. 

• New or very gently used and clean winter coats and hats for men and 

women, sizes small and medium. Please note: we are unable to accept any 

other clothing at this time. (LSS) 

• Toiletries kits*: personal items such as shampoo, soap, 

toothpaste/toothbrushes. 

• Kitchen kits*: pots and pans, tableware, mixing bowls, etc. 

• Cleaning supplies kits*: dish soap, laundry detergent, sponges. 

• Linens kits: bath towels, sheets, blankets. 

 

The deadline for collecting the items above is January 31, 2022. We will be 

asking for volunteers to assemble the kits. We will drop them at LSS 

Refugee Resettlement Office in Milwaukee, WI. If you are giving a 

monetary donation, please make your check payable to “Immanuel Lutheran 

Church” with LSS in the memo.
